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Install a drive

3. Gently slide the connector on your SATA drive into the corresponding Drive
connector on the drive tray. The connector on your SATA drive is keyed so that it
only fits one way.

4. Insert four of the drive-mount screws through the Drive-mount holes in the bottom
of the drive tray and into the drive.

. Use the provided screwdriver to tighten the screws in place.
. Slide the drive tray back into the drive enclosure.
. Insert one of the Enclosure screws on each side of the drive enclosure.

To remove a drive from the drive tray, push up on the drive through the square Cutout
on the underside of the drive tray.

« After you install a drive in the drive enclosure, connect one of the provided USB
cables to the enclosure’s USB 3.1 Micro-B port and to the USB port on your
computer.
